These Range Standing Orders cover the use of the range facility operated by the above mentioned club. Range Standing Orders are to be read in conjunction with the guidelines as set out by any Association you are affiliated with.

Requests for exemptions from any provisions of these Range Standing Orders shall be submitted in writing to the Club Executive of Glen Innes Pistol Club for consideration.

Revisions: 

These Range Standing Orders have been published by the Executive Committee of Glen Innes Pistol Club and are effective from 01/07/2017. Any revision to these Range Standing Orders shall only be approved by a meeting of the Executive Committee of Glen Innes Pistol Club.

The Glen Innes Pistol Club operates under the NSW Police Force & “Firearms Act 1996 and Firearms Regulations 2006”, and holds Range Approval Number 404383968, which can be seen as a separate document displayed in the clubhouse.

All shooting on Ranges 1 to 4 must be undertaken from behind the appropriate firing Line with the eye brow baffles suitably adjusted to avoid any possibility of a shot being fired over the butts of the Range.
All firearms used on Range 5, whether loaded or unloaded, may not have the barrel raised above the muzzel restriction wire affixed across all Firing points to avoid any shots being fired over the butts of the Range.
No Pistols of any calibre are to be fired or tested on Range 5 due to the lack of eye brow baffles


Range Officer: (RO)

· The RO has complete authority on the range to conduct authorised shooting practices and matches.

· The Range Officer must hold a current NSW Firearms Licence.

· The Range Officer’s name is to be clearly displayed on the Range being operated.

· The Range Officer has the responsibility to supervise all personnel (shooting and non-shooting alike) present on the range, and may have members and/or non-members removed at his/her discretion.

· Every person entering the Range, whether member or visitor, places himself under the control of the Range Officer or his assistants, and must at all times comply with their lawful directions and instructions, and the rules of Safety and conduct.

· Refusal to Obey: No person shall refuse to obey the instructions of the Range Officer or any other Official in the proper conduct of the affairs of his Office.

Range Register (Attendance Books)

· The Range Register (Attendance Book) will be located in the Club House (For

      Ranges 1 to 4 inclusive) and in the Target Shed for Range 5 and must be held     

      securely to ensure that unauthorised people cannot access the details within 
      it.

· Every member shall sign the Attendance Book before proceeding to the Ranges either to shoot or assist with maintenance/working bees
· Every visitor, whether competitor or spectator shall sign his name and address or Club in the visitors book before proceeding to any Range
Shooters are reminded that this is a requirement as per the Firearms Act 1996 and the Firearms Regulations 2006.
Guest and spectators

·   Guests (children and adults) are the responsibility of the adult club member (who they came with) and must remain under that persons control at all times.


Flags

A RED flag must be flown from the flagpole at the main entrance to the complex when firing is being conducted on the range. Red flags are not to be flown when there is no shooting on the range. 

There should be a Red Flag at the top of the stop butt and this flag should only be flown when there is shooting taking place on the range.
There should be a Red Flag at the Door or entry point of any range in use and should only be flown when shooting is in progress but may remain in place between shooting details/relays when multiple details/relays are to be contested on any one day
Targets

· Only approved targets can be used.
At no time is glass, soft drink cans or any other non-approved or impromptu targets to be used on the range facility. Steel plates, falling plates, silhouette targets (of any size) or IPSC targets are not to be used at any time without prior clearance of the committee.
Licences
· All shooters must carry proof that they hold a current firearms licence. Shooters may be asked to show this at any time on the request of the RO or any Executive member of the Club. Any visitor who is in possession of firearm(s) must be asked to produce a current target shooters licence applicable to the class of Firearm brought to the Range, and if unable or unwilling to do so, he/she will be asked to leave the site immediately.
·  A shooter with a Recreational Hunting and Vermin Control Licence may seek permission to sight in an air rifle or .22 rimfire rifle on the facility but must first produce the appropriate Category Licence to a member of the Committee of the Glen Innes Pistol Club (if using Range 2 or 3) or Highlanders Hunting and Target Club (if using Range 5) before doing so and must be accompanied and supervised  by a member of the Glen Innes Pistol Club (on Ranges 2 or 3) or Highlanders Hunting and Target Club (on Range 5). The shooter must sign the appropriate Range Register (Visitor’s Attendance Book)  before proceeding to the Range or Firing Line
· The Range Register will be held securely to ensure that unauthorised people cannot access the details within it.

Ammunitions

The use of a tracer, incendiary, explosive or similar ammunition is prohibited. 
The muzzle velocity and muzzle energy of ammunition is to conform to the conditions of the Range Approval.

Full metal jacket and ball ammunition are prohibited (except pure lead balls used in Black Powder Pistol matches)
Safety Zones

The club has a range danger area (overshoot) designed for the applied template. These areas are out of bounds (no trespassing) areas designed to contain overshoot and ricocheting shot. Every reasonable effort shall be extended by the RO to ensure that the safety area does not have people in it during range operations.
Firing Guidelines

The following firing guidelines are applicable to this range:

· Shooting is only to occur between  8 am and 5 pm


· Shooters may only load firearms or magazines when under the immediate control of the RO and directed to load by the RO.

· At no time must a firearm be loaded outside the shooting range area.

· During competition a firearm or magazine is only loaded when instructed to load by the RO with the number of rounds for the series being contested or completed. This does not apply to Magazines or speed loaders used for the Service Pistol group of matches
· If a malfunction occurs during competition the RO must be called.

· Firearms shall never be left unattended in an open area.
· No firearm will be left unattended in an unlocked vehicle, or, in the case of a utility left unattended unless locked in an approved locked receptacle secured to that vehicle in terms of current Firearms Legislation
Any person who believes there may be a risk to people, livestock or property must call a cease-fire.

Match completion

At the conclusion of all matches or practices the RO will ensure that:
·   All firearms, magazines or speed loaders are cleared for removal and that no firearms, magazine or speed loader is removed from the firing line while still loaded
·   All flags are lowered 

Spectators

Spectators will follow all directions given to them by the RO. Spectators must remain behind the designated firing range at all times unless enlisted by the RO to assist with scoring, patching or Target changing duties.

Hearing and Eye Protection

Hearing and eye protection for shooters and range staff in near proximity to an active firing line is mandatory.

Alcohol/Drugs

Any person deemed by the RO to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be excluded from the bounds of the range.

Smoking

· Smoking is not permitted on any firing point or within any Range or Club Building
· Smokers should be encouraged to wash their hands after shooting and before smoking due to the hazard posed by the possible ingestion of lead

· All smoking materials (butts, etc) are to be disposed of in the containers provided

First Aid Kit

The First Aid kit is kept in the Target Shed on Range 5 and in the Pistol Club Kitchen for Ranges 1 to 4 inclusive. 
The First Aid Kit is to be regularly inspected by a competent person (as a minimum, 6 monthly) to insure that all items within the kit have not  exceeded their expiry date

Injury or Accident

· RO to immediately ensure all shooting ceases.  All other firearms are rendered safe, cleared and removed from the range.
· The firearm in question is to be left untouched in situ and guarded until the arrival of police if safe to do so.  If not safe to do so, the firearm is to be rendered safe and returned to its position and guarded.


· First Aid to be administered to injured person by a suitably capable person.


· Contact Ambulance on 000


· Maintain life support until relieved by ambulance officer.


· Notify police and Firearms Registry of incident.


· RO to secure the firearm until taken by police.


· Accident or injury site to be kept untouched until arrival of police (if firearm is involved, the firearm must remain at the site).
